This paradise is accessible for everyone: families, individual cyclists and groups, seniors, 
road cyclists, mountain bikers, gravel bikers, professionals, amateurs... And you! 

The bike is the perfect mode of transport to discover, learn about, and enjoy the nature of 
Álava, as well as its heritage, history, and cuisine. And it's sustainable too.

This guide offers up all the ways you can pedal around Álava, regardless of your 
background, bike or goal.

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1.  Family Tourism
Enjoying family experiences is one of the basic ingredients for 
this kind of tourism aimed at sharing and experiencing 
landscapes immersed in nature. New healthy lifestyles, 
sustainability and caring for the environment go hand-in-hand 
with the families that make the bicycle a tool to tour and see 
destinations and get a taste of what makes them special.

The province of Álava is a perfectly magical place to ride 
around with your family. Feel and experience the landscapes 
that each of these routes has to offer.

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1. 1. Vitoria-Gasteiz green way

Easy path with little elevation gain totalling 33 kilometres. It can 
be done at any time of year and is perfect for a leisurely family 
ride through the Salburua wetlands with their Ataria Information 
Centre; the Zadorra River Park; Zabalgana Forest, Armentia; and 
Olarizu, in addition to plenty of other natural spaces, notably all 
without leaving the city of Vitoria-Gasteiz.

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1. 2.  Basque-Navarre Railway to Estíbaliz

This route begins in Olarizu Park, a point of reference for family tourism. Over the 
course of this fairy tale-like route, you’ll feel the history of the old Basque-Navarre 
Railway – much beloved in Álava – which has since been turned into a biking and 
walking path. 

The 27 kilometre return journey of this route is a great way to cycle through the 
area’s history and heritage, culminating in the great Romanesque gem of Álava: the 
Estíbaliz Sanctuary. This environment lends itself to spending a day with family 
getting to know the virtues of its heritage and enjoying its rest and recreation areas. 
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Length: 29,52 km 

Elevation: 107 m

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1. 3. Basque-Navarre Railway to Landa

This route also takes the Basque-Navarre Railway Green Route, but this 
time the point of departure is the Gamarra sports centre car park. With a 
total of 29 kilometres this path will take you to Landa Provincial Park and 
its interior beaches.

Landa offers a bucolic landscape comprised of lush greenery, expansive, 
well-maintained meadows where beautiful oaks and ash trees grow here 
and there with pine forests interspersed amongst them, allowing visitors 
to find plenty of sun and shade along the edge of the reservoir.

This is the ideal enclave to enjoy some outdoor leisure time in contact 
with nature.

From Landa, you’ll follow the edge of the Ullíbarri-Gamboa reservoir 
enjoying spectacular views to get back to the starting point.  
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Length: 20 km 

Elevation: 69 m

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In the northern region of Ayala, Nervión River Park offers 
an easy, enjoyable route following the Nervión River. The 
return journey is 20 kilometres and it connects the towns 
of Llodio and Amurrio, so you can choose either of them 
as your starting point. The entire family is guaranteed to 
have a good time cycling, admiring the natural treasures 
of the Sierra Salvada mountains and the area’s rich 
historical heritage.

1. 4. Nervión River Park
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2. Gravel
This type of biking is growing in popularity and if anywhere is 
a paradise for immersing yourself in this new cycling trend, 
it’s Álava.

More and more road bikers are shifting to gravel and many 
unassuming mountain bikers are following suit. This kind of 
bike allows for various types of route: asphalt, track, and trail.

Nowadays, what was once an American trend has come to 
stay. In Álava we welcome it to stay, because our mountains 
and valleys are ideal for routes on these kinds of bikes.

2. 1.  Basque-Navarre Railway Vitoria-Gasteiz/Acedo

This route totals 106 kilometres and is incredibly interesting due to the 
variety of landscapes you’ll find along the way, including the challenging 
inclines of the Gereñu pass. 

The section we've chosen here goes toward Navarre. It begins in Vitoria-Gas-
teiz and ends in the town of Acedo. It's a great option for combining two of 
the province's great routes so you can experience a 100% gravel route 
first-hand.

Elevation: 226 m
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2. 2.  Around the reservoir

This is the classic circular route around the Ullíbarri-Gamboa reservoir. 
It’s a favourite that is sure to please and merits repeating. Following the 
perimeter of the Ullíbarri-Gamboa reservoir, this 44 kilometre trail will 
take you to Mendixur Birding Park and the interior beaches of Landa 
and Garaio Provincial Parks, unbeatable spaces for leisure and 
recreation. Budget extra time to take photos. 
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3.  Mountain Biking
Riding around Álava on a mountain bike will allow you to decipher 
some of the wonderful treasures its boundless nature and spectacular 
landscapes have to offer.

There are currently two mountain biking centres (BTT Euskadi), both 
located in privileged spots in Álava: Izki and Valderejo natural parks. 
Nonetheless, the mountain biking options are nearly infinite: magical 
beech woods, steep summits, easy trails, etc.

People who love mountain biking, from afficionados to 
semi-professionals with all the grey areas and nuance in between, look 
for terrain and routes adapted to their needs and challenges. The vast 
territory of Álava won’t disappoint any of them.

3. 1.  Izki  BTT

This mountain biking centre is located in Montaña Alavesa, a 
region where nature benignly tyrannises the senses. The 
entrance is at the Urturi golf course.

Izki MBT Centre has an unbeatable concentration of 
mountain biking trails: 15 routes totalling 506 kilometres, 
including all kinds of profiles and difficulties classified by 
colour: green (17 km), blue (29 km), red (159 km) and black 
(300 km), from the easiest to the most expert.  
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
